2011  OFFICIAL PRINT RULES
1. Eligibility:  Any active member in good standing, for awards or for score only.  Any Associate or student member in good standing, for score only.
2. Entry Fee:  $30.00 per print case, Up to six individual images may be entered per member. 
3. General Information:
File Type: jpg (level 10-12) ".jpg"

Image Resolution: Images may be any size or shape as long as they follow the size limits below. 

Non-Master Photographer - 2000 pixels by 1600 pixels for Horizontal images or 1600 pixels by 2000 pixels for Vertical images. 

Master Photographer  - 2000 pixels by 800 to 1600 pixels for Horizontal images or 1600 pixel by 1000 to 2000 pixels for vertical images. (Pixels per Inch (ppi) does not matter)

Image Treatment: All images must be stroked on all sides with a line to show your intended composition. 

Stroke width-1 pixel, stroke color-R=175, G=175 and B=175, stroke location-center, stroke blending-normal, stroke opacity-100%

Color Space: sRGB

Image Title: Image Category (see below) + Last Name Initial + First Name Initial + Image #01-06 + Title.jpg

(P DJ 01 Print Title.jpg)

Sample: the P for category, the D for last name Doe, the J for first name John, 01 for image number 1-6 and finally the print title.

Portrait Category = P    Wedding/Candid Category = W

Illustrative Category = I    Commercial Category = C

All entries must be received by 5pm Sunday before the Tuesday print competition. Entries will not be accepted after 5pm Sunday. Entries are not accepted at the competition.  NO EXCEPTIONS! Payment of the entry fee must be received no later than 30 minutes before the scheduled start of the competition. If images have been submitted and payment has not been made the images will be disqualified!

4. Categories:  There shall be the following categories:


A. PORTRAIT – Portraits of humans and animals, studio or location.  This does not include studio or location portraits in conjunction with a wedding, bar/bat mitzvah, etc. These types of portraits should be entered into the Candid category.


B. ILLUSTRATIVE – This category includes creative, abstract, nature, sports, photojournalism, and portraits that would not normally do well in the portrait category.  


C. CANDID – Photographs taken at or related to a continuing event such as a wedding, bar/bat mitzvah, party, etc.  This includes studio portraits of brides, grooms, wedding or bar/bat mitzvah party members.


D. COMMERCIAL/INDUSTRIAL – Architectural, product, medical, and various commercial type entries are included in this category.  Entries may have a tear sheet that may be viewed by the judges if they request, but it is not required.

The Print Chairperson has the right to question the category of a entry.  The judges have the option to change a entries classification and their decision is FINAL.

Entries allowed:  Total number of entries allowed is six (6) per entrant per competition.  However, not more than four (4) entries may be entered in any one category.  

There must be a minimum of five (5) entries in a category to have a competition, excluding entries that are for “score only.”  NO EXCEPTIONS.  If the minimum number is not met, the owner of the entries may transfer the entry into another category for judging, as long as the entry meets the general criteria for that category, and the print maker does not already have four (4) entries entered in that category.  The print maker may not substitute those entries for the ones from another category, however.

It is the sole responsibility of the Print chairperson to advise the owners of the entries in a canceled category of the situation.  If the owner of the entries is not available, then the entries will not be judged.  It is not the responsibility of the Print chairperson to make the change.  However, an authorized representative of the owner of the entries may make the decision to change the category.

Only one entry of the same subject by any one photographer will be accepted unless treatment of the subject matter is such as to produce an entirely different photograph.  The final interpretation of this rule is made by the print chairperson.  The original work in the photograph must be that of the entrant.  Any artwork is permitted and need not be that of the entrant.  Photographs taken during a class or ones in which another photographer assisted are not permitted.

Re-entry of prints:  Any entry disqualified as an improper entry, etc., may be re-entered at a subsequent judging, provided the offending condition has been remedied.  Entries that have won corners or ribbons at a previous DPP monthly competition, or that have scored 80 or higher in a previous regional or national PPA judging are eligible to be re-entered.  However, such re-entry is only permitted in the Annual Competition.

An entry that has NOT received a corner or ribbon in prior judging may be re-entered as follows:  Another entry of the same original negative/transparency/digital file may be subsequently entered if it has been reworked so as to affect color balance, cropping or composition. A re-entered print must be marked RE-ENTRY on the Print Entry Form.

When a entry has received a corner or ribbon in prior judging, another entry from the same negative/transparency/digital file is not permitted.  Entries from a different original negative/transparency/digital file may be entered.  However, if the pose or composition of the image is very similar, it could precipitate a challenge from another entrant or a judge.  Such an incident could serve to unconsciously affect the scoring of the judges.

5. Regulations
Judging Condition:  All images will be viewed electronically on a monitor calibrated to 6500K and 2.2 gamma, the industry standard. The ambient room illumination will be set as low as possible leaving only enough light for the judges to see the scoring machine.

Judging Procedures:  The judges’ panel will consist of a minimum of three (3) qualified judges.  There shall be no discussion among the judges until the entry has been scored.  The audience must remain silent during judging.  NO comments from the entrant or audience are allowed.

The judges may voluntarily decide to critique a entry after the entry is scored.  Otherwise the entrant may request the print be critiqued during the critiquing session following the print competition and awards presentation or may request a private critiquing after the group session. If time permits, the Print Chairperson may call for a critique after the print is scored.

Challenge: If a single judge’s score varies from any other judge’s score by ten (10) points or more, a challenge is compulsory.  A challenging judge may subsequently alter his score only in the direction of the challenged score — i.e. he may not change his score so as to increase the disparity with the original average.

The Print Chairperson shall be responsible for seeing that the judges are properly informed of the print rules and practices.

I.D. MARKS:  There shall be NO identification on the front of the entries visible to the judges that would make the identity of an entrant known to the judges.

7. Entry merits: Any entry scoring 80 or above in any competition will receive a DPP print merit.
8. Awards:  Monthly (for each category judged)

9. Corners:  the top 50% of the entrants shall be posted on the DPP Gallery along with all of the other awards.

10. Thumbs up:  Entries scoring 78 and 79 will be brought back at the conclusion of that categories scoring for a thumbs up or down to move to an 80.

11. Ribbons:  Entries scoring in the top 50% will be brought back at the conclusion of the category and displayed for the judges selection of ribbon awards, and from this point all scores are to be used as a guideline only.  By process of elimination, the judges will narrow the field down to twelve (12) entries, providing there are enough entries scored in the top 50% to make this possible.  If not, any part of that figure will suffice.

From the remaining twelve (12) entries, the judges will award the remaining entries in the following order:



Gold Ribbon – Best in Show


Blue Ribbon – Award of Excellence

Red Ribbon – Award of Quality

Purple Ribbon – Award of Recognition

The number of 4th place ribbons awarded in any given category will be based on the number of entries submitted in that category as follows:

If any category is so small or scored so low that at least five (5) entries scoring in the top 50% are not available, ribbons will be given only to those entries with a score in the top 50%. No awards may be given to entries scoring below 76.

Point System – Monthly:  Entrants will accumulate points for the Annual Awards for (Photographer of the Year, Runner-up Photographer of the Year, and Don Blair Award) according to the following point system:

Ribbons, etc., will be awarded the night of the competition.  The Print Chairperson will forward the official standings to the newsletter editor and web master and post on the DPP Gallery.

12. Score Only Entries:  Any Active or Associate member in good standing, entering  during a regular competition, may enter for “score only.”  This option should help members pick their best entries for future competitions, particularly for PPA judging.  An entry may be entered once for “score only.”  These entries should be identified on the Print Entry Form  as “SCORE ONLY.”  “Score only” entries do not count toward the minimum number of entries required to make a category minimum.  Entries and scores are not calculated in the ribbons, points, or percentages.  Finally, “score only” prints are not eligible to receive ribbons or awards.

13. Challenges:  Any challenge to the Competition results must be made in writing and be received by the Print Chairperson within thirty (30) days after the competition results are announced.

14. Print Workers:  No more than five (5) people can work a print competition, the chairperson, someone operating the computer, someone calling titles, someone calling the score and someone recording the scores.  If possible, print workers are to be members who are not entering the print competition.

Questions concerning print competitions should be directed to the current Print Chairperson or a Board member.

15. Annual Print Competition:  Rules for the Annual Print Competition shall be the same rules as for the monthly print competition except:
Entry fee shall be set each year by the Board of Directors.

Entry cut-off time shall be set each year by the Print Chairperson.

Re-entry of prints from the previous three (3) monthly competitions shall be allowed regardless of what State, Regional or National awards that entry may have received.

At the discretion of the Board, there may be a “special” category in addition to the usual four (4) categories.  The theme of this “special” category shall be selected each year from ideas submitted by the membership and/or Convention Committee.  The subject of entries shall conform to the one- or two-word title of the category.  This “special” category has no Photographer of the Year Award, does not carry any points in the point system, but does receive print merits.

A maximum of six (6) entries may be entered into the usual four (4) categories with a maximum of four (4) entries in any one category, plus a maximum of two (2) additional entries may be entered into the “special” category.

The Photograph-of-the-Year Entries (Photograph of the Year, Kodak Gallery, Fuji Masterpiece Awards, etc.) are selected at the end of the competition in a closed judging from prints scoring in the top 50% in all categories.  This gives the judges a chance to view all the top-scoring entries together and eliminates the possibility that the order of entries would affect the ranking of individual prints.

16. Kodak Gallery/Fuji Masterpiece Awards:
If any entry maker wishes to compete for either of these awards they must indicate which award they would like to have their entries considered for by marking the Image Submission  Form.  However, no single print may compete for both awards. The Entry must score at lest 80.  

17. Photograph of the Year In Each Category:
Any entry may be eligible for Photograph-of-the-Year, regardless of any manufacturer’s award received.

18. CPP Award:
An award given by PPA for the highest scoring entry by a CPP in good standing.

19. ASP Award: 
An award given by ASP for the highest scoring entry by a ASP member in good standing.

20. Richard Roberts Memorial Award:
An award given to the individual with the highest average entry score. All scores are added together and the high and low are dropped the total is then divided by the some of entries. There must be at least 4 entries to be eligible. (80, 80, 79, 84 drop the 79 and the 84 and divide by 2’s total giving an average score of 80).

21. The 480 Club Award:
An award given to each entrant you scores at least 6-80's in the Annual Print Competition. 

22. Don Blair Achievement Award:

At the end of the year, the Print Chairperson and his committee will review the scoring records for the current and previous year.  The member with the most improvement in entry scores from the previous year will be awarded the “Don Blair Achievement Award.”  The Award recipient will receive one year free membership.  To be eligible, a member must have entered at least 8 entries per year.

23.The William B. Lattomus Memorial Award:
An award chosen by the Judges at the Annual Print Competition to be know as the Judges Choice. The judges will select what they consider to be the best photograph from all of the category entries.

A “Photographer of the Year” and “Runner-up Photographer of the Year” will be awarded to the entrants with the highest cumulative point total for each category.  

To be eligible for year end or annual awards a member must have entered at least 2 of the 3 monthly competitions during the year. One monthly and the annual does not make 2 of the 3 monthly competitions!

GENERAL INFORMATION
The Board of Directors has the authority to issue or deny any merits applied for. Only Active members are eligible to earn merits and degrees, which will be awarded at the Annual January meeting. A member MUST apply for merits each year.  If a member fails to apply for merits by November 1st., he/she forfeits them.

The spouse of an Active member is eligible for service merits and may earn the Associate Fellow of Photography degree. Once a degree is earned, it cannot be revoked unless a member is terminated for unethical practices as described in the Bylaws.  However, if a member drops his/her membership in the Association before a degree is earned, the merits earned up to that time will be forfeited.
